Caring for the
North/Middle John Day
Watershed

The John Day River is the second longest
undammed river in the continental United States.

Its spring Chinook salmon and summer steelhead
are two of the last remaining wild anadromous fish
populations in the Columbia River basin.

Together the North and Middle Forks produce

82% of the spring Chinook and 73% of the summer
steelhead in the John Day River basin. Bull trout, a
threatened species, is found in the upper reaches of
both forks, and widespread populations of resident
trout are present throughout.

This critical spawning and rearing habitat makes
the North/Middle Watershed one of the highest
priority watersheds in the Pacific Northwest and
causes much outside attention to be placed on it.

The North Fork John Day Watershed Council
represents local interests and serves as a voice and
a source for local solutions to caring for the land
and the people of our area.
